a. Woody wall installation: Follow the screen installation step 3 and fix the #5 x 40 mm tapping screws to the holes in t the fabric and-another to pull through the tention bars. ( Figure 10 - 12)
top and down installation bars, three screws on each bar. ( Figure 25)
te wall installation: Follow the screen installation step 3 and drill six proper holes through the concrete‘wall
rill, and then nail the screw anchors into the done holes on the wall. Fix the 85 x 40 mm-tapping screws

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3. Align the fixing lugs as arrows indicate. ( Figure 12 )

4. Fasten the concave bar brackets to the on-wall top and down installation bar slots. ( Figure 27 - 28)
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5. When the screen is installed on the installation bars, adjust the orientation of the screen to make sure the hole in the
bracket is aimed at the fixed slot in the bottom installation bar. Fasten the security screw to the hole and fix the screen.
( Figure 29 - 30)

4. Slightly pull the fabric eyelet over the fixing lugs with each hand on each side of the fabric location hole. Make sure
the fabric hole is fully fixed by the fixing lug. (Figure 13 - 15)
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5. When pulling the eyelets on the left side of the fabric to the bracket on the frame, allow the two holes at the very ends 2. Each screen is equipped with a top and bottom installation bars with many sets of holes, three of which belonging to
open.

1. Each screen is equipped with 4 brackets labelled 1,2,3,4; and thus the concave frame has relevant marks of 1, 2, 3, 4.
When installing the brackets, use the 85 x10mm screws to fix the bracket 1" to mark 1" on the concave frame. Do the
same for bracket 2%, 3" and 4’. ( Figure 21 ). Make sure the screws are tightly fastened.
